Her son-in-low,
who lives in the neighborhosd, vsually tokes cars of her snow but he had a tom rototor coff and coukdr't
da anything to help. We got g group of four volunteers and shoveled o path wide encugh for her
wdlker. | heard many stories of people plowing sireetfs with tractors, trucks with snow plows, and even
snow blowers, | saw ane resident shaveling her street. This snow foll wos exlraordingry, 11hink the county
did an excellent job of claaning our streets. After the first clomm, | received a few emails about streets that
weta stil impassable, | went out ond drove the neighborhood and compied a list. | undersfand thoat
o small cui-de-sac might be missed but | couldn't understand why Edgemere Dive was completely
un-plowed, |t urned out thot it wae listed in the county dotalbase as o dead-engfcul-de—cne street. |
Breheve it was because it changes name, to Popdar Lane, as it curves back o join Locust Lane. | then
called the County Executive's office to see what could be done. As it turmed aut, s, Leopold hod
ordered his staff to prepare a list of streets that were not plowsd and send it 1o the Department of Public
works [DPW]. | gave them The list and then sent on email to the community with the list of streets | had
submitted. | knew that would get a reaction! | immediately got o bunch oF emails about several other
streets that needed plowing. | called and added them ta the list. About 30 minutes later | received o
call from a DPW supervisor who want over the list with me and promised that they would do what they
could to gel them plowed. Within an hour after | sent the email, there was a large front end loader
working on Edgemers Driva. All tha streets were clearad that night. | think cur community's response
fo the storms was wonderful, | want to thank everyens who volunteered or just want and helped g
neighbaor. You are what makes this community 5¢ great.

Speaking of volunteers, Tracy Stanley is ane of cur new HSA board members. She is very excited about
serving our community, For starfers she is keking over as our Volunteer Coardingtor, In that role she will
work 1o find people wiling to help in many different ways.  This can ronge frem coming out for a beach
workday to serving on a commitles, Of course, it will alse cover volunteers in times of crisis ke we just
went through with the snow sterrms, IFyou are interested in helping out, evanif it's for only o couple of
hours, pleqse I8t her know.
